Protecting millions of valuable insect specimens and plant samples, the National History 
Museum’s recently opened Cocoon is the visual highlight of the Natural History Museum’s 
decade-long $140 million Darwin Centre project.

merely a manufacturing and commercial 
zone, SoHo today stands as one of the most 
affl  uent neighbourhoods in New York 
and has the largest collection of cast-iron 
buildings in the world.

Over time, the warehouses were 
abandoned and the area’s historic buildings 
had been almost totally demolished until 
New York City’s Landmarks Preservation 
Commission designated the area as historic. 

Th e buildings were converted into 
residential spaces and the lofts became 
popular amongst artists, off ering the perfect 
studio set-up with spacious rooms, oversized 
windows and high ceilings.

Th e vibrant artistic culture of SoHo 

turned the area into a vibrant and eclectic 
neighbourhood full of high-end art galleries 
and antique shops that embrace the area’s 
past culture.

Located in the centre of SoHo, this 
Green Street loft adopts old-world style by 
incorporating architectural elements from 
the surrounding scenery. 

New York-based fi rm Slade Architecture 
completed the interiors, furnishings and 
architecture of the loft, which was initially 
split into two apartments and a series of 
smaller rooms. 

 “We wanted to expose and highlight 
the character of the original large open loft 
space, while also inserting new elements 
that had their own distinct volumetric 
material and colour qualities,” says James 
Slade of Slade Architecture. 

James says the existing classic SoHo shell
